| have recently had an inquiry about donating appted stock to the church, so |
thought it would be a good time to talk about dasiog

First, the advantages-

If you have stock that has increased in value,gamudonate that stock directly to
the church. By doing so, you will not have to plag tax on the capital gains from
the sale. Instead, you can deduct on your reterfull value of the stock on the
day you donate it. As with any donation, you cpac#fy how the proceeds are to
be used — as a payment toward your 2008 pledgeward your 2009 pledge, or
simply as an additional gift to the church for thperating Fund or any other fund.

Now, the procedure-

It is important that you donate the acts@ckrather than selling it and donating
the proceeds. | have the instructions and forras ybu will need. Your broker

transfers the stock to the diocesan account atilMeynch where the sale is

processed for a relatively small fee. After thé& qavithin three days), the net
proceeds are sent to the diocese which promptlggsas on to us. [It is important
that the diocese be informed ahead of time, orrra that | will provide, so they

will know where to send the money.]

When | spoke to Jack Spaeth, our diocesan finaofialer, he suggested that it
would be best if the stock transfer were to talkeglbefore September 30, when a
new arrangement between the diocese and Merrilthymill take effect. The fees
for the sale may increase somewhat after that tirdewever, the donation of
appreciated stock will still be a tax-advantaged ¥aa parishioners to contribute
to the parish.

His latest book, Provost Marshall of Charlestdnwvas published by
Lake Press earlier this year. It is the resul® gkars of research and
Is the story of his great-great-uncle, Col.
Alexander Haskell Brown, an officer in the
Confederate Army during the Civil War.
FR. JERRY, as he is known at Grace, had
19 ancestors who fought in that war — 7
for the Union and 12 for the Confederates.
All who were enlisted men were killed in
the war. All who were officers survived.
Three of his other books — Ffom
Freeman’s Ford to Bentonville(1998), “‘Union Blué (2001), and
“Broadswords and Bayonétg1984) — also deal with military
history.

FR. JERRY came to Grace Church some 23 years Hgotook a secular job as
Director of the Litchfield Historical Society buben became active as a priest in
the diocese. Until his “retirement” a couple ofay® ago, he was the official
Archivist and Historiographer of the Diocese of @Geaticut. He was born in
Kansas City, Missouri, and moved at the age ofth Wws family to Indiana where
he grew up. His dad was an engineer and graddi®ardue University. He had
2 sisters and a brother. One sister is deceaddtidother lives in California, and
his brother lives in Nevada.

His family has been Episcopalian since 1721, a$ieitling near
Charleston, South Carolina. He counts among leesiors The Rev.
Thomas Girardeau and the Rev. Charles Girardeat, dowhom

were Episcopal rectors in South Carolina. Curgerdl cousin, The
Rev. Douglas Girardeau, is a retired Episcopalspriand another
cousin, The Rev. Letitia Croom, is the retired oeaf an Episcopal
church in Oregon.

FR. CARROON received his Bachelor of Arts degreemfrindiana State

University. He also holds a Master of Divinity ind\Nashotah House Theological
Seminary, a Master of Arts from the University oisdbnsin, and a Ph.D. from
Sussex University in England.



His current job takes him to each of the 10 Epistg@minaries in
the United States twice a year. He is the seltwlesd “bag man” of
the Society for the Increase of the Ministry — arifable foundation
that distributes scholarship assistance to Epidcegrainarians each
year. Created 151 years ago, it is the oldestnmzgton of its kind in

the Episcopal Church and has provided over $7anilin scholarship
aid to over 4,800 seminarians. Headquarters ara louilding on

Farmington Avenue in West Hartford. FR. JERRY’S js to deliver

the checks to the scholarship recipients, meet thiém personally,
and assist them confidentially in any way apprdpria As the

seminaries are located in Connecticut, Massaclajs€ualifornia,

FR. JERRY also serves as Deputy to the General €uion of the
Episcopal Church and will be attending his 5th Gah€onvention
as Deputy from Connecticut next year.

He is a former professional hocky player and waaltgader for the Indianapolis
Chiefs, with whom he won the International Hockegague Turner Cup
Championship in 1958. He also played with the Milkee Falcons and on the
Hartford Whaler Alumni Team of the National Hockkegague. He is on the
advisory board of the Hartford Wolf Pack and has/eg as president of the
Whaler and Wolf Pack booster clubs.



FR. JERRY is a past president of the Connecticutiedp of
Genealogists, a life member of the St. Andrew’s i&gc of
Connecticut, and is chief archivist and nationapihin for the Clan
Donald USA. He is a member of the Associationtfa Preservation
of Civil War Sites, the Honorable Order of Kentuckglonels, the
Alliance Francaise, the Bunker Hill Monument Assdicn, and the
Grant Tomb Monument Association.

He is a member of the Union League of Philadelpbree of the organizations
once known as “Loyal Leagues” that were establishedd63 and 1864 during the
Civil War to promote loyalty to the Union side atige policies of Abraham
Lincoln. He holds other memberships in the Milt@rder of the Loyal Legion of
the U.S. (former national commander-in-chief), theneral Society of Colonial
Wars (chaplain general), the National Huguenot &gci(president of the
Connecticut chapter), Aztec Club of 1847 (chaplathg Military Order of the
Stars and Bars (former chaplain general), the Owfethe Blue and Grey
(chaplain), the Society of the Descendants of ihenBers of Hartford (chaplain),
the Order of the Founders and Patriots of American{er chaplain general), the
General Society Sons of the Revolution (chaplaithefConnecticut chapter), the
General Society of the War of 1812 (chaplain of @mnecticut chapter), among
many others.

One of his most interesting associations is his beship in the
Descendants of the lllegitimate Sons and Daugldkthe Kings of
Britain, a little-known organization that by its ryename suggests
that one major heritage of the British royals islgidering. At
present the organization has 350 members world-widedoes not
have a headquarters. In all 47 years of its exegteit has held only
one meeting, a cockail party in New York. Its

officers are elected, and all its business is ~ g
conducted, by mail. £

Angels. We will hear about Michael, the warriogah who does battle with
Satan and defeats him.

“And there was war in heaven. Michael and his &fgright against the dragon.
...and the great dragon was cast out, that old segatled the Devil and Satan,
which deceiveth the whole world.” Rev. 12:7, 9

And we will pray this prayer:

“Holy Michael Archangel, defend us in the day oftlea be our safeguard against
the wickedness and snares of the devil. May Gbdke him, we humbly pray;
and do thou, Prince of the heavenly host, by the@goo of God, thrust down to
hell Satan and all wicked spirits who wander thiodige world for the ruin of
souls.”

The Archangel Michael is one of only three angbakt tare named in the Bible.
The other two are the Archangels Gabriel and Rdphd&&abriel is the most
familiar angel of all. He is the

Angel of the Annunciation in the

Gospel of Luke who appears first

to Zechariah in the smoke of the

incense to tell him that he and his

aged wife will have a son (John

the Baptist) and then appears to

the Virgin Mary to announce that

she will be the mother of the

Savior. Gabriel is depicted in

hundreds of paintings and icons as

a beautiful angel usually with

swan-like wings.

The Archangel Raphael, whose name means “God haalsnuch less well
known. Raphael appears only in the book of Tolitmysterious concoctor of
strange medications, Raphael accompanies the ybobigs as a guide and helps
him banish the demons of the bridal chamber antilhsaged father’s blindness.
Raphael is the patron of healers, for whom hospdet often named.



The English word “angel” is from the GreekggeloVwhich means simply
“messenger.” One of the chief functions of Angel® announce God’s messages
to human beings. Many unnamed angelic figures apipethe Bible. They visit
Abraham and Sarah; Jacob sees them ascending aocdndeng the ladder into
heaven; in the New Testament angels inform thetstrels that a savior has been
born in Bethlehem; they come to Joseph in dreanggiie him and warn him of
danger; they announce Jesus’ resurrection to timeenat the tomb.

Angels look like human beings and may be mistal@nofdinary mortals. But
they are associated with extraordinary luminosity.

“An angel of the Lord descending from heaven camgt ralled the stone (of the
tomb) back and sat on it. His appearance waditjkéning and his clothing white
as snow.” Mt. 28: 2-3

Angels are also protectors and guides of indivisiudlany people are aware of
their “guardian angel,” and parents in particulaldwve that each of their children
has an angelic guardian who will help to keep haie @nd out of trouble. This is
not just a sentimental notion. Jesus in the Gosfpklatthew says:

“Take care that you do not despise one of thede dhes for | tell you in heaven
their angels continually see the face of my Fathvt. 18:10, 11

There is a vast traditional literature of angelglodlrying to understand the role
of angels, their salvation history, their physioland function and to give names
to every possible angelic power or presence wasarite pastime of the early and
medieval theologians. Thé'@&entury mystical theologian Dionysius the Pseudo-
Areopagite in hi€elestial Hierarchieglivided the vast realm of angelic presences
neatly into these nine orders and three choirs:

Seraphim, Cherubim, Thrones,
Dominions, Powers, Virtues,
Principalities, Archangels and Angels.

Angels, however, are mysterious intermediaries wésist being named and
“pigeon-holed”. You may not be able to distinguighat sort of an Angel you are
encountering but wherever you go in this world yoay be sure that God’s
presence is with you and the form of that help melf be Angelic.

“For He will give His angels charge of you to giigou in all your ways; on their
hands they will bear you up lest you dash your &mg#inst a stone.” Ps 91:11, 12
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Invite vour friends, co-workers, relatives, anddate angels!

What is a “Ministry?”
All of the above are not simply jobs, involving kago be completed. They are all
ministries. There is the following description mafistry on the blog of Michael
Smith, a Christian musician and worship leader.

“Webster's Dictionarylefines ministry as ‘the service, functions, asfpssion of

a minister of religion.” Simple, right? So letlgy deeper.Richard's Expository
Dictionary of Bible Wordsa source that | deeply enjoy, has this to saye Th
Hebrew word translated for minister in the Old &esént ‘is used for persons
who give personal service to a ruler, particulatipse who are set aside to
perform some special service in the worship of Gdd.the New Testament, in
most instances where 'minister’ or 'ministeringoisnd in English versions, the
Greek is some form of the word diakonia (‘servizéministry’), which occurs 34
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times. A related noun, diakonos ('servant,’ 'niamjsor 'deacon’), occurs thirty
times. The verb diakoneo (‘to serve' or 'to s&ve deacon’) is used 37 times.

"These words are distinctive in that their focusgsiarely on loving action taken
on behalf of a brother or sister or a neighborsirilar word, doulos (127 times
in the NT) can mean either 'slave’ or 'servant} mrfocuses attention on our
subjection to Jesus. These ministry words caltoukok at our fellow human
beings as objects of the loving services we extendhem for Jesus' sake.

"It was Jesus himself who set both the tone andeanple for such Christian

ministry. He called his disciples to find greatmésrough servanthood, ... just as
the Son of Man did not come to be served (diakobeb}o serve (diakoneo), and
to give his life as a ransom for many' (Mt 20:28).’

In other words, “ministry” is the service we ofterothers out of our love for them
and for God. Ministry is indeed the work of thauoth, but it is much more than a
‘jlob’ with ‘tasks.” It is the work of love that @pens and strengthens our
connections with each other and with God. Minissrgpiritual work. Thank you
for the works of love so many of you offer.
