The First Lesson: The Acts of the Apostles I: I-11 [ NRSV]
A reading from the Acts of the Apostles.
IN the first book, Theophilus, I wrote about all that Jesus did and taught from the

beginning until the day when he was taken up to heaven, after giving instructions
through the Holy Spirit to the apostles whom he had chosen. After his suffering he
presented himself alive to them by many convincing proofs, appearmg to them during
forty days and speaking about the kingdom of God. While staymg with them, he
ordered them not to leave Jerusalem, but to wait there for the promise of the Father.

ou stand looking up toward heaven? This Jesus, who Kas been taken up from you into
ieaven, will come in the same way as you saw him go INto heaven.”
