listen and dignify their stories, no matter their culture or station in life.

Jesus was a listener and witness to outcasts and sinners, drinkers and tax collectors, strangers and
foreigners, the rich and the poor. He uplifted women who were considered unequal to men. He dignified
people of other faiths or no faith at all, and showed them the values of the Kingdom of God, through his
teaching, through his healing, through his listening, and through his meeting them where they were and
putting love into action.

The Scriptures teach us that it is also our mission to go out into the world. As the writer of John’s Gospel
quotes Jesus, “As the Father has sent me, so I send you.” And as the first letter of John tells us, “Little
children, let us love, not in word or speech, but in truth and action.”

Are you ready to make the commitment to go beyond your boundaries? To listen and talk, to love and
serve, to use your gifts in the struggle for dignity and justice for your neighbor and for people who are
outside your comfort zone?

Are you ready to challenge yourself to forge new friendships, open yourself up to new perspectives, and
build bridges where once there were walls?

The Way of Love challenges us to Go.

As the writer of Hebrews tells us: “Do not neglect to do good and to
share what you have, for such sacrifices are pleasing to God.” We are
called to give freely of our resources, our stories and experiences, our
time and our attention. And we are called to invite others into this Way
of Love. We bless ourselves in the process. .
