Hebrews 2:14-18

" Since, therefore, the children share flesh and blood,
he himself likewise shared the same things, so that
through death he might destroy the one who has the
power of death, that is, the devil, ® and free those
who all their lives were held in slavery by the fear of
death. " For it is clear that he did not come to help
angels but the descendants of Abraham. " Therefore
he had to become like his brothers and sisters in every
respect, so that he might become a merciful and
faithful high priest in the service of God, to make a
sacrifice of atonement for the sins of the people. **
Because he himself was tested by what he suffered, he
is able to help those who are being tested.

Commentary from Wadie Far

While for some, God is far and distant, that should
not be the case for us Christians. We believe that God
came down to earth to be with us, to guide, to teach,
to heal, and to give us salvation. In this belief, we
should find great strength, for our God is not a
distant, far away God, who does not understand our
problems and challenges. Rather, God is the one who
humbled himself and took on flesh for us. We believe
in 2 God who wants to dwell in our hearts and wants
to be close to us. Jesus paid our debt on the wood of
the cross, and gave us life; in return, we are asked to
believe in him, and that faith, if it is a living faith,
should lead us to care for others as he has cared for
us. We are to walk humbly with people, teaching and
guiding them, listening to them, proclaiming the gift
of salvation to them, and reminding them that our
Lord and Savior knows what they are going through.
He is not far from their suffering, and he has given

them life.

Do you lead others to Christ, so that they can find their comfort in him?
