WE entreat you on behalf of Christ, be reconciled to God. For our sake he made him

to be sin who knew no sin, so that in him we might become the righteousness of
God. As we work together with him, we urge you also not to accept the grace of God in
vain. For he says, ' “At an acceptable time | have listened to you, and on a day of salvation
I have helped you.”

IMPOSITION OF ASHES AND PENITENTIAL RITE
The Exhortation
DEAR People of God: The first Christians observed with great devotion the days of our

Lord’s passion and resurrection, and it became the custom of the Church to prepare
for them by a season of penitence and fasting. This season of Lent prov1ded a time 1n
which converts to the faith were prepared for Holy Baptism. It was also a time when those
who, because of notorious sins, had been separated from the body of the faithful were
reconciled by penitence and forgiveness, ancF restored to the fellowship of the Church.
Thereby, the whole congregation was put in mind of the message of pardon and absolution
set forth in the Gospel of our Savior, and of the need which aHg Christians continually have
to renew their repentance and faith.

I invite you, therefore, in the name of the Church, to the observance of a holy Lent, by
self-examination and repentance; by prayer, fasting, and self-denial; and by reading and
meditating on God’s hOIID Word. And, to make a right beginning of repentance, and as a
mark of our mortal nature, let us now kneel before the Lord, our maker and redeemer.

Stlence is kepr for a time, then the Celebrant says the following prayer over the ashes:

ALMIGI—ITY GOD, who hast created us out of the dust of the earth: Grant that these ashes
may be to us a sign of our mortality and penitence, that we may remember that it is only
by thy gracious gift that we are given everlasting life; through Jesus Christ our Savior. Amen.
[ALl who wish to receive ashes should now come to the altar rail. The ashes are imposed with these words:|

Remember that thou art dust, and unto dust thou shalt return.

Deliver me from blood-guiltiness, O God, thou that art the
God of my health; and my tongue shall sing of thy righteousness. Thou shalt open my
lips, O Lord, and my mouth shall show thy praise. For thou desirest no sacrifice, else
would | gwe it thee; gut thou dehghtest not in burnt offerings. The sacrifice of God is a
troubled spirit: a broken and contrite heart, O God, shalt thou not despise.

Our intemperate love of worldly goods and comforts, and our dishonesty in daily life and work,
We confess to you, O Lord.
Our negligence in prayer and worship, and our failure to commend the faith that is in us,
We confess to you, O Lord.
Accept our repentance, Lord, for the wrongs we have done: for our blindness to human
need and suffering, and our indifference to injustice and cruelty,
Accept our repentance, O Lord.
For all false judgments, for uncharitable thoughts toward our neighbors, and for our
prejudice and contempt toward those who differ from us,
Accept our repentance, O Lord.
For our waste and pollution or your creation, and our lack of concern for those who come after us,
Accept our repentance, O Lord.
Restore us, good Lord, and let your anger depart from us:
Favorably hear us, for your mercy is great.
Accomplish in us the work of your salvation,
That we may show forth your glory in the world.
By the cross and passion of your Son our Lord,
Bring us with all your saints to the joy of his resurrection.
